Main questions and replies:

Here is an example of a conversation:
1: jHola!

2: Buenos dias

1: ;COmo estas?

2: Muy bien, gracias. ¢Y ta?

1: Regular gracias. ¢ Como te llamas?
2: Me llamo Diego. ¢Y ta?

1: Me llamo Eduardo. ¢{Ddénde vives?
2

- Vivo en Madrid. Adios

Remember:

- ‘Buenas noches’ can be used
as a way of saying hello or
goodbye depending on
whether you are saying ‘good
evening’ or ‘good night’.

-, Y ta?’ can be a useful
phrase in Spanish as it allows
you to redirect the same
guestion back to someone else
without having to ask the
whole question again.

- ¢ Qué tal? and ¢ Como estas?
are both ways of asking
someone how they are, ¢(Qué
tal? would be the more
informal way that you might
use with a friend or someone
you know well.
