Subject Specific Vocabulary

Primary colour A primary colour is a colour that cannot be made from a 

combination of any other colours: red, blue, yellow

Secondary 

colour

A secondary colour is a colour created from a combination of 

two primary colours: orange, green, purple

mix Putting colours together to create new colours or shades and 

tints

shades A shade is a mixture of a colour with black, which increases 

darkness

tone The lightness or darkness of something – this could be a shade, 

or how dark or light a colour appears

tint A tint is a mixture of a colour with white, which reduces 

darkness

wash Thin, watered down paint to create a background

texture How a surface feels to the touch
